Eco Restoration Club after celebrating the Environment Day on June 05, through a 

massive cleanliness drive at Sahastradhara, got into the new academic year 2023-24 with 

heightened spirits and enthusiasm. On 23rd July, 2023 Harela Parv was celebrated by the 

members by planting trees in College.  

The activity for the year started with a talk with waste warriors, Dehradun, represented 

by Mr. Saurabh, where they thought to celebrate with ERC to work on the motive “Solution in 

ME; A Proposal for signing an MOU was presented to waste warriors for which the work is 

still in progress.  

On 21st of September, 2023 Forest Department approached ERC through college to 

organize a Nukkad Natak on Wild Life Protection Week.  

On 1st October, 2023 12 members of ERC presented a Nukkad Natak in Forest Research 

Institute of India. Its main theme was highly applaud by the officers. Girls were given 

certificates. 

On 4th October, 2023 Mr. Nikhil Saklani was invited by ERC to present Garhwali Folk 

Songs related to environmental conservation. ERC invited him to provide students an ideal 

who could : 

1. Bring out relationship  with our ecology and environment as reflected in Garhwali and 

Kumauni folk.

The ERC is progressing in the direction of signing the MOU with Titli Foundation 

through which girls can be given a ground field exposure of the eco tourists spots under the 

foundation.  

The 

theme of the celebration was :-
